Dedication

The Sixth Annual Towa Sheep & Wool
Festival is dedicated to Jim Timmins for his
dedication and commitment to the Iowa Sheep
Industry Association. Jim has been a faithful worker
and supporter of the sheep industry in Towa.

Jim has been involved with sheep since
March of 1973 when he purchased six bred
commercial ewes and experienced his first lambing
during an April blizzard that year. Even after such an
unpleasant start he stuck with it and transitioned to a
small purebred Suffolk flock by the time his and wife
July’s oldest son joined 4-H. Shortly after that Jim
became an assistant 4-H leader and continued as a
leader thru all three sons’ 4-H involvement.

In 1980 Jim was one of the co-founders and charter members of the
Jasper County Sheep Producers. Jim became an ISIA member in 1982 when
Jasper County included that as part of the county dues.

After shearing sheep for several years, Jim began buying wool for North
Central Wool Marketing. When North Central Wool merged with Mid States
Wool, Jim was elected a delegate for the board of directors for Iowa. He
became a director on the Mid States Wool board in 1992 when Iowa was split
into two districts.

Jim was President of the Iowa Sheep Industry Association filling a
partial term in 2004 and serving a full term through June 2006.

In 2003 Jim volunteered several times helping Pat Greiner in the early
morning hours at the Iowa State Fair Lamb Foodstand. That worked out so well
that by 2004 he was volunteering pretty much on a regular basis each morning
until around 10 am. Jim and Pat had plans to increase the breakfast menu so in
2005 we added biscuits with lamb gravy and a lamb breakfast sausage to the
cinnamon rolls that were already on the menu. With the addition of the new
breakfast items came earlier and earlier requests for lamb burgers, leg of lamb
sandwiches and even the kabobs. Before long Jim and Pat found themselves
serving almost a full menu by 8 or 9 am. Needless to say this increased
business has added to the profitability of the Lamb Foodstand at the fair.
